· When there are five staves, I will refer to them as High, Middle, Low, Tenor, and Bass (H,M,L,T,B). The women will split evenly into three parts

· L: Page 6, top system, it’s an augmented 2nd from the second to the third bar

· L: Page 7, bottom system, it’s an augmented 2nd from the second to the third bar

· TB: Page 7, bottom system, insert a quarter rest at the end of the fourth bar

· TB: Page 8, top system, insert a quarter rest at the end of the second bar

· T: Page 10, top system, the first note of bar 3 is a D-natural

· TB: Page 11, bottom system, cut off the first note of the second bar

· B: Page 12, top system, insert a quarter note after the first note of the second bar

· Page 13, top system, insert a quarter rest after the first note of the first bar

· This melody starting on page 14 goes very fast. If you have this running melody that starts in the top line, when a bar ends with a quarter note or a dotted quarter note, lift or breathe at the end of the bar

· Put a breath mark at the end of page 27

· From page 29 through the end of page 36 is an SATB voicing, and it returns to SSATB on page 37
· A: Page 29, bottom system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 1 and 2
· S: Page 30, top system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 1

· T: Page 30, bottom system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 1

· AT: Page 31, top system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 1

· S: Page 31, top system, put a quarter rest after the second note of bar 2

· T: Page 31, bottom system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 1

· SA: Page 32, bottom system, cut off the first note of bar 2

· SA: Page 33, top system, cut off the first note of bar 1

· SA: Page 33, top system, put a breath mark after the first note of bar 3

· SA: Page 33, bottom system, cut off the second note of bar 1

· SA: Page 34, top system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 3

· B: Page 34, bottom system, put a quarter rest after the third note of bar 1

· T: Page 34, bottom system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 2

· SA: Page 34, bottom system, put a quarter rest after the third note of bar 2

· B: Page 34, bottom system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 3

· SA: Page 35, top system, cut off the first note of bar 2

· TB: Page 35, top system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 2

· T: Page 35, bottom system, cut off the first note of bar 2

· SA: Page 36, bottom system, cut off the second note of bar 1

· B: Page 37, top system, cut off the first note of bar 1

· T: Page 37, top system, second bar, the word “bow” is pronounced as in “bow and arrow”, not “take a bow”

· HML: Page 43, top system, put a quarter rest after the first note of bar 2
