John Corigliano’s “Fern Hill”

Note that whenever I say to insert a rest after a note, that means you should shorten the note before the rest. For instance, if a bar contains two half notes and I ask you to insert a quarter rest after the first note, you’d change the first note into a quarter note with a quarter rest. The bar numbers are listed every ten bars inside a square.

· S: Bar 34, 36 - delete the tied-over eighth note that starts the bar and insert a rest instead.

· A: Bar 37 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar
· SATB: Bar 40 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· TB: Bar 52 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· SATB: Bar 56 – no breath

· SA: Bar 74 – sopranos and alto 2’s, delete the tied-over eighth note that starts the bar and insert a rest instead. Alto 1’s, insert an eighth rest after the first note
· SA: Bar 76 – no breath

· SA: Bar 78 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· SA: Bar 81 – insert an eighth rest after the first note

· ST: Bar 86 – insert an eighth rest after the first note

· SAT: Bar 88, 90 – no breath

· B: Bar 91 - insert an eighth rest after the first note

· SA: Bar 92 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· S: Bar 114 – circle the first two notes, because the rhythm is different

· S: Bar 115 – no breath

· S: Bar 119 - delete the tied-over eighth note that starts the bar and insert a rest instead

· S: Bar 122-124 – stagger breathe, do not breathe in bar 124

· TB: Bar 135 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar
· SA: Bar 136 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· SATB: Bar 139 – no breath

· SATB: Bar 144 – put the “s” right on the first beat

· SAT: Bar 147 – circle your note. Triplets are being played in the piano part, and you need to count duples in your head to sing the correct rhythm.

· B: Bar 317 (page 33) - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar
· SATB: Bar 319 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· SAT: Bar 323 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· SA: Bar 326 – we’re going to revoice this bar. The Soprano 2’s should sing the top note of the alto line, and the Alto 1’s should sing the bottom note of the soprano line

· S: Bar 350, 352 - delete the tied-over eighth note that starts the bar and insert a rest instead
· A: Bar 353 – breathe after the first note

· SATB: Bar 356 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· SA: Bar 368 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· TB: Bar 369 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· T: Bar 372 – the third note is a misprint, it should be a quarter note

· SATB: Bar 386 – no breath
· SATB: Bar 388 – put the “s” sound on the first beat

· (Note that bars 399-420 are sung by a small choir)

· ST: Bar 424 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· A: Bar 425, 427, 429, 431, 433 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· T: Bar 428, 430, 432 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· S: Bar 430 - insert an eighth rest after the first note

· ST: Bar 434 – insert an eighth rest after the first note

· AT: Bar 436 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· S: Bar 438 - insert an eighth rest after the first note

· SATB: Bar 442 - insert an eighth rest at the end of the bar

· (Note that bars 451-456 are solos, and bar 457 onward is the chorus)

· AT: Last page, the top tenor note will be sung by the Alto 2’s, and the tenors will split the other two notes
